Dear Vanessa,

Re: Traditional cast iron finger post to replace modern sign in Bredhurst.

Following your e-mail I have calculated the cost to provide a traditional finger post in the style appropriate to your part of Kent and to replicate that used in the 1920’s and 30’s.

To:

Casting  in cast iron (BS6615:1985) of a post, spigot, 3 finger & collar assemblies and a roundel. Drill and tap all components and provide fixing screws. Paint all components in primer, 2 base coats, 3 top coats and the traditional black & white livery scheme. Delivery to site and erection of components following the installation of the post by Kent Highways or their agents.

I have attached a casting diagram that details all of the required components and the legends.
Also attached is a photograph of a post made for Dumfries & Galloway Council which has the same finger and collar assemblies as your post but with rounded ends rather than square. I have attached this only to show the relationship between the fingers ie for the same road the fingers should be directly opposite each other – not as the Dartford example. 
The above price is valid for 4 months and may be subject to review resulting from the volatile raw materials & metals market.
